Admission

To apply for the three (3) week Straight Truck (Class 3) Driver Training program you must submit the following information with your application:

· Pass / provide a driver’s medical - These forms are available at your local Registry of Motor Vehicle Office and need to be completed by your family doctor.

· Must provide proof of minimum Grade 8 education;

· Provide a driver’s abstract – Obtained through your local Registry of Motor Vehicles.
· Must have RMV air brake endorsement.
· Must be a minimum of 18 years of age (include a copy of your driver’s license)  - cannot be on graduated licensing system and/or must have had a driver’s license for a minimum of one year

· Provide a letter of intent from a potential employer indicating that they would consider you for employment upon successful completion of the Straight Truck Driver Training Program, based on qualifications and job availability.

· Registration fee of $100 to accompany application in the form of a Money Order, Bank Draft, or Cash. (NO PERSONAL CHEQUES)
How long is the program and what does it include?

The program is three (3) weeks in duration and consists of the following:

· Pre-operation inspection

· Air brake Course (8 hours)

· Professional Driver Improvement Course (PDIC)

· Maneuvering Skills

· Rural, Town, Trans Canada Driving

Upon successful completion of the program, a student will be awarded the following certificate and wallet cards:

· Straight Truck Operator certificate

· Straight Truck Operator wallet card

· Air Brake wallet card

· Professional Driver Improvement wallet card (PDIC)

What is the cost for the program?

As of January 1, 2011, tuition will be $4545.00. This includes all books and materials required, and the mandatory 1% Training Completion Fund.  The cost of tuition does not include room and board.  We have attached a list of accommodations that are available in the area.  You will also need to bring a safety vest with you on course or they are available here for an additional $15.00.
Note:  Tuition payments options are as follows:  Money Order, Bank Draft, Certified Cheque, or Cash. (NO PERSONAL CHEQUES)

It is also important to note that the Student, upon successful completion of the three (3) week program, will be road tested by Commercial Safety College.  He/she will still be required to do any written tests at the RMV.  (Student responsible for the cost of the written test)
Is there financial assistance available for the program?

Funding may be available to eligible students through Employment Nova Scotia.
